Balliol College, Oxford – Teach First Bursary Supporter

As of June 2011, Balliol College has a Memorandum of Understanding with TeachFirst, a registered charity which recruits and trains highly talented graduates to teach in tough schools. 
Balliol College will pay a Bursary of £1000 to each Teach First participant from the college (former undergraduate or graduate) who starts the Teach First Summer Institute. The money for this bursary is drawn from the Wilson-Wilson Trust (1929), which has as its object the education of those from disadvantaged backgrounds.
The partnership with TeachFirst is one important part of the College’s commitment to access and widening participation.  It has mutual obligations – some of which involve the Balliol College Teach First Scholars - as follows:
Teach First will:

Work with the University Admissions Office to try and provide opportunities for Teach First offerees to receive training on Admissions processes and application requirements;

Liaise with the College regarding Teach First’s HEAPS initiative and ways that the College can be involved

Provide Teach First offerees from Balliol College with opportunities to engage in Teach First organised Access initiatives such as the HEAPS residential throughout the year

Balliol College will:

Pay Teach First offerees from Balliol college a bursary of £1000 to assist with potential relocation costs, travel costs and living costs during the Summer Institute and the first month of the Teach First Leadership Development Programme
Recognise Bursary participants as ‘Balliol College Teach First Scholars’

Form their own agreement with the Bursary beneficiaries to require them to participate in Access and Widening Participation work during their two years on the programme, as directed by the College, but with due regard to participant workload and school priorities;

Provide Teach First with information on an annual basis about the amount/nature of Access work Bursary beneficiaries have completed for the College
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
